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Notes

1.  There are some important questions you must ask yourself and the godparents when your child is being baptised into the Christian community.

Will you give the child the best Christian upbringing you can within the family of Christ’s church?

Will you assist the child in attending regular public worship and in their own private prayer and teach them by your example?

Will you encourage the child in due time to come to Confirmation and Communion?

It is not essential under Church law for parents to be baptised and confirmed unless they are to be godparents.

2. Usually, in baptism, there are three godparents, two being of the same gender as the child to be baptised, however, one godfather and one godmother is acceptable if there are problems finding three godparents.

Parents may be godparents to their own children provided that the child has at least one other godparent.

Sponsors in addition to godparents are permitted.

All godparents should be baptised and confirmed however the requirement of confirmation can be relaxed in some cases.

3.  A child should be baptised at his or her parish church or the parish church that the parents normally attend.

4. The usual time for a baptism is 10:30am. But please be seated in church 15 minutes prior.

Please ensure that you comply with the terms of the Data Protection Act.
